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PREFACE

Max Schloessinger, the editor of this volume and of volume IV B, closed his
eyes on June 7, 1944, exactly a quarter of a century ago. At the time of his death
the manuscript was about ready for the press, but Dr. Schloessinger had wanted
that his friend, the illustrious G. Levi Della Vida, should go over it before
sending it to the printer. While an additional checking is always profitable, in
this case it caused much delay. After the termination of World War II, Levi Della
Vida returned from the United States to Italy, this change causing him many preoc-
cupations and preventing him from devoting much time to the Ansab al-Ashrif.
When the manuscript finally reached Jerusalem, another, almost insuperable difficulty
appeared: the Azriel Press, which had printed the preceding volumes, had sold its
Arabic types during the war, and similar types could not be found in the country.
There were other impediments. Had it not been for the dedication and energy of
Mrs. Schloessinger, this volume, I believe, would never have appeared.

The main principle guiding a scientific edition of an ancient Arabic text preserved
in a unique manuscript is checking it by as many parallel sources as possible. This
principle had been followed in the edition of the preceding volumes, as far as the
library facilities then available permitted. Here, a new difficulty arose. A great many
Arabic texts had been printed since the beginning of World War 1I, and others,
not extant in American libraries at that time, had meanwhile become accessible
in Jerusalem or elsewhere. In order to make the edition as perfect as Dr. Schloessinger
would have wished, it was imperative to work into it the new material. Fortunately,
Professor M. J. Kister, whose knowledge of Arabic antiquities is proved by his
publications, conceded to undertake the task. The result was stupendous. No less
than eighty additional sources were used by M. J. Kister, and T venture to say that
rarely, if ever, has an ancient Arabic text been edited with such a perfect scientific
apparatus of parallel sources as has been done here.

I feel, a few words must be said about Dr. Max Schloessinger, who is a quite
unusual figure among the editors of Arabic manuscripts. I came to know him well
during the years he stayed in Jerusalem (1930-1941) and developed for him a deep
affection, mixed with admiration. Coming from an old Jewish family of Heidelberg,
Germany, Schloessinger started out as a scholar. His Ph.D. thesis, Ibn Kaisan's
Kommentar zur Mo‘allaga des ‘Amr b. Kulthim (see Zeitschrift fiir Assyriologie, 16,
pp. 15-64) received summa cum laude from such masters as Ed. Sachau and A. Barth.
But in his youth, his main interests centered around Jewish studies. Since America
provided opportunities for work in this field without the necessity to become a



rabbi (as was the case in Germany) and as he was an admirer of the American way
of life, he moved to New York, where he participated in the edition of the great
Jewish Encyclopedia. Soon he served as librarian and lecturer in Biblical studies,
at the Hebrew Union College, Cincinnati, where he spent some happy years. However,
his enthusiasm for Jewish revival in Palestine was not in conformity with the then
prevailing views of the governing body of that institution, and he decided to resign.
Deeply disappointed he resolved to give up scholarly life altogether. He returned to
Germany, entered the family business, developing a separate branch of it in Holland,
a country to which he became deeply attached. In 1930, he and his wife took residence
in Jerusalem, where he assisted his intimate friend J. L. Magnes in the capacity of
vice-chancellor of the Hebrew University. Here, where two monumental scientific
undertakings, the concordance of classical Arabic poetry and the edition of the
Ansab al-Ashraf were under way, his old love for Arabic antiquities was revived,
and he finally decided to take part in the Ansab edition himself. With the energy
and perseverance characteristic of him he succeeded in taking up again an occupation
which he had left for over thirty years and produced the two volumes which now
bear his name.

During the preparation of the present volume Dr. Schloessinger received varie-
gated help from Professor D. H. Baneth, Professor M. M. Bravmann, and the late
Dr. Noah Braun. Had he lived, he would certainly have expressed his indebtedness
to these scholars. I am sure, I act in his spirit when I do this here in his place.
